Installation
With the sight glass assembled, clamp the base (male 
threaded end) to your equipment using normal connection 
procedures. With one side connected, using gloves, firmly 
tighten the main body as tight as possible by hand. At this 
time you are ready to connect the main body.

Disassembly
The unit is a simple two-piece body design in which no 
special tools are required for disassembly. Always use 
food-grade lubrication on threads, between base, and 
its gasket (see illustration) when assembling the sight 
glass. To disassemble the sight glass, simply unscrew the 
base from the body. If during disassembly, for cleaning or 
replacing gaskets or inserts, and you cannot unscrew the 
unit by hand, you can clamp the base (male threaded end) 
to your equipment using your normal connection proce-
dures. Then, using gloves, firmly grasp and loosen the 
main body.

Cleaning
Disassemble the sight glass as prescribed above. Remove 
inserts and gaskets. Clean parts with appropriate solu-
tions and sterilizers. It is recommended not to use caustic 
solutions with polycarbonate or polysulfone inserts. Clean 
parts separately to avoid damage to threads. 

Repair Kit
Please contact the John C Ernst Company with the part 
number built from the part number breakdown. Specify 
size and seal material in the Part Number.

Never use a pipe wrench, vise or any tools when as-
sembling or disassembling these sight glass units.
